Hello Michael, I am glad to learn you are planning to bring your troop to the New River Gorge.  As you evaluate which outfitter is right for you I would encourage you to consider a few attributes that many overlook and are later disappointed - professionalism, commitment to safety and a sense of propriety.  Wildwater is the oldest outfitter in the state, we hold license #1.  Over the past 40 years we have not grown to the massive size as other outfitters who have joined us in the area have.  This size gives us a great advantage in assuring quality control both on and off the water.  Our guides are generally older than guides at other outfitters and we have much less turnover.  We have two doctors, the superintendent of schools, two CEO's military veterans etc. on staff.  We certainly employ college students, those who we think to be of high caliber, but they are not the bulk of our staff.  Our guides train not only to be expert boatmen, but also experts on the history of the New River Gorge - it's ghost towns, geology, social history etc.  We are recognized as rigorously professional and as gentlemen with our guests.  These characteristics are not found industry wide in an industry marketing an extreme adventure.

Wildwater offers scout troops a variety of specials - these depend somewhat on the time of year.  I have worked with many scout troops over the years and  have found a few strategies to putting together a full itinerary on a limited budget.  Your troop could two days rafting, one day climbing/rappelling, one day mountain biking and one day hiking for @ $295.  This includes camping and lunch for each day except the day of hiking.  Many troops economize by bringing the bulk of their meals with them - and maybe add a catered cookout or two for convenience.  Our hotdog/hamburger cookout is available for $10 per person.  To give you a rough idea of the cost breakdown, the rafting and climbing are $65 each and the biking is $100.  Each of these is a full day trip.  Please call if you have any questions or you would like to discuss any of these details.
